Take the person searching for the missing child or young person to 
the Registration and Results desk or information point. 

Take down full details of the missing child and description using the 
Missing Persons form. Give form to London Youth Games 

Safeguarding Lead or Event Manager. 

 

All event staff present will be informed, along with the appropriate Event Safeguarding 
Lead and venue staff and an immediate thorough search of the area will be made 
followed by a search of the surrounding areas, ensuring that all other participants 

remain supervised throughout. 

The Event Safeguarding Lead or Event Manager will complete a second search of the 
area. 

If the child has been missing for 20 minutes and is still not accounted for the Event 
Safeguarding Lead or Event Manager will contact the police.   

During this period, staff will be continually searching for the missing participant, whilst 
other staff maintain as normal routine as possible.   

Event Safeguarding Lead or Event Manager liase with Police and await instructions.
